Registration Information

So this is your guide to online registration:

e Most importantly, please please PLEASE don't refresh or hit back while you're
working on it. I didn't quite work that out yet, and all you'll do is create more
work for yourself when you have to delete all those dupligates. (I combined
"duplicate" and "delegates." If you got that, go get yourself a cookie.)

e You have to sign up your school first. Do this by clicking Login, then clicking
Register Your School.

e Once you've registered your school, click the Login link and login with the
username and password you created, then go ahead and start adding delegates, if
you're ready.

At this point, you can do the following things for your delegation:

Add your school

Edit your school information
Add delegates/alternates/advisors
Edit same

Delete same

What you can't do yet is finalize your entire delegation. This means you'll be able to
make whatever changes you want until October 5, 2005 at 11:59:59 p.m. EST. At that
point, delegation submission will open, and you will not be able to add or delete people,
and certain fields will be locked for the edit option: name, gender, dinner choice,
possibly more. We needed to do it this way to be sure that we have certain information in
time for our dining, hotels, and some other chairs. You'll then have one week to
completely finish off your delegation and submit it to the conference staff. If, for some
reason, you find that you do need to make changes in either a delegate's name, or other
locked information, you can e-mail it to us by the cutoff date of October 12, 2005. Once
you submit, you will be locked out from working with your delegates completely - no
more add, delete, or edit.

So basically: add, edit, delete people as much as you want now; between 10/6 and 10/12,
double-check your delegation, make changes you still can make, e-mail other changes (if
something major changed in that week), and submit it to the staff; then sit and wait to
have fun at GLACURH '07.
